About the initiative

32 boys and 34 girls aged 12-17, representatives
of children and youth groups of World Vision in
Albania and Kosovo, on |4 November 2016 in
Tirana were consulted in the process leading
up to the drafting of the National Agenda for
Children’s Rights 2017-2020.

The consultation was conducted in the form of
focus group discussions, using the creative World
Café methodology. Children expressed their
views related issues or decisions that directly
affect their lives.

The National Agenda for Children 2017-2020 was
approved by the Council of Ministers on 26 April 2017.



NACR aims the creation of the appropriate
conditions for healthy physical and psychological
child development, social inclusion and active
participation in all processes affecting their lives,
based on the best interest of child.

In November 2017, 18 girls and 32 boys from
Lezha, Korga, Durrési, Shkodra, Kurbini, Dibra,
Librazhdi, Elbasani, Vlora and Tirana reviewed
the Agenda and discussed the meaning of its 53
actions adapting them in a child friendly language.
Children went through a rigorous ranking
exercise and prioritised |15 of the actions based
on the relevance and priority to their lives and
those of the most vulnerable girls and boys and
on what they felt would be interested in and could
monitor effectively, consistently and inclusively in
the next 3 coming years.
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
