Major Challenges

» Due to monsoon, flooding and landslides have been reported in WVIN working areas resulting
in lack of access to the communities creating difficulties in transportation and distribution of
relief materials in a timely manner.

» Local markets in the rural areas have a very limited capacity to fulfil the demands of the local
communities. The combination of lockdown and monsoon has negatively impacted the supply
chain process.

» Due to increasing number of COVID-19 cases in the communities, the risk of transmission have
been increased hampering staff mobilization for distribution purposes.

» Floods and landslides due to monsoon, COVID-19 Pandemic and increasing rate of
unemployment contributing to economic crisis have created a vicious cycle affecting
communities limiting the impacts of relief works by the government and development agencies.
