About the Program of Scale Partners for a Malaria-Free Zambia (PoS PMFZ) Project 
The Programs of Scale (PoS), a 3-year project with USD 2 million funding each from Bill and Melinda Gates Foundation, 
Rotary International and World Vision United States, aims at supporting the scaling up of Integrated Community Case 
Management (iCCM+) in 10 districts in Central and Muchinga Province, respectively of the Republic of Zambia. 

The PoS Project’s primary outcomes are: 

 Reduced cases of malaria, especially severe malaria and deaths, in PoS districts by 2024
