World Vision in Armenia

WorldVision is an international charitable organization working to create lasting change in the lives of children, families
and communities living in poverty. Our goal is to make Armenia a home for children and youth living with hope and dignity,
where they enjoy good health, are educated for life, experience love of God and their neighbours, and are cared for,
protected and participating.

World Vision partners with the Government of Armenia, regional and local authorities, Armenian Churches, UN
agencies, USAID and other international donor organizations, international and local NGOs and communities to
effectively implementits projects.

World Vision works in more than 200 communities in Shirak, Aragatsotn, Gegharkunik, Syunik, Tavush and Lori marzes
andin Yerevan, serving more than 32,000 children and their families. All our projects are focused on ensuring the
sustained well-being of children, especially the most vulnerable. Education and health, training and capacity building,
awareness raising and child protection, economic development and infrastructure are the areas that World Vision
supports through |13 Area Development Programmes, funded by sponsors from Canada, Germany, France, Switzerland,
Taiwan, UK and US. We promote community participation and empower youth and community members to voice their
needs and take the ownership in addressing issues in their communities. We help communities to make their voice heard

to policy-makers through local and national level advocacy campaigns.

Health: WorldVision partners with the Ministry of Health, international donors, local and international organizations
and healthcare institutions to improve the accessibility and quality of healthcare services, especially for mothers and
children living in disadvantaged communities. In addition to the national level advocacy efforts, we promote public
monitoring of healthcare services, educate children and parents on their health rights and empower them to demand for
quality health care.We help to build capacity of community health workers, and deliver assets and medical equipment to
healthcare institutions. Ve provide training on healthy nutrition, child care and development, and contribute to
HIV/AIDS prevention and promotion of healthy lifestyle.

Education: Through a number of educational projects,WorldVision helps children acquire knowledge and skills needed
to lead productive, fulfilling lives and endorses their participation in the processes that affect their lives and contribute to
their well-being.

We renovate and equip schools and kindergartens, provide vocational training and organize extracurricular classes and
activities for children and youth. Modern playgrounds built in numerous communities ensure a safe environment for
children's leisure and recreation.

Through our projects we promote inclusive education and deinstitutionalization of children.We introduce innovative
teaching methods at schools and kindergartens, and undertake efforts to help keep children safe online. At the national

level,WorldVision advocates for policy reforms to ensure the best interests of a child in the education system, working
hand-in-hand with the Ministry of Education and Science, international agencies and partner organizations.

Spiritual Development: WorldVision pursues the mission of restitution and growth of spiritual values. In partnership
with the Armenian Apostolic Church we develop and distribute textbooks and teacher manuals to help educate children
about Christian faith and traditions. We support Sunday school activities, conduct training for school teachers and
organize Christmas and Easter celebrations.

Since 1998, WorldVision has been bringing children from needy families an exciting opportunity to spend their vacation at
a summer camp. More than 33,000 children attended World Vision's Christian Summer Camps, where they enjoyed
nutritious food, sports,educational and cultural activities.

Economic Development: WorldVision's economic development projects aim to boost economic growth in the most
vulnerable regions of Armenia.We support and promote value chains in the communities by creating opportunities for
local producers to meet the current market needs. We provide families with livestock and assets, train farmers on
modern agriculture techniques, promote diversification of agricultural products and cultivation of non-traditional plants.
By making a tangible effect on increased income in families and job access, World Vision helps create a solid basis for
sustainable development and improved child well-being.
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
